CHOOSING & INTERPRETING
INFORMATION

Interpreting information from suitable
sources is an essential part of the
qualification and you must be able to show
that you have collected, read and extracted
information from DIFFERENT sources.

There are lots of ways of finding information on
painting and decorating such as:

e books and other resources in the library

DIY magazines, trade journals and newspapers
price lists and colour charts

using the Internet

interviewing people

TASK 5 Look for suitable documents to read. Remember:
e at both Levels 1 and 2 you must use TWO
2-3 hours different sources of information
e overall at Level 1 at least one source must
include a table, chart, graph or diagram

e at Level 2 at least one source must include
material containing a chart or a graph

CARRY OUT AND CHECK
CALCULATIONS

Carrying out and checking calculations is an
essential part of the qualification. At each level
you are required to carry out calculations to do
with:

It may be difficult to cover all the required
calculations for this topic (See Learner’s
Planner & Guide, Page 10).

CARRYING OUT AND CHECKING CALCULATIONS
Examples - Carrying out and checking calculations
At Level 1:

e you must carry out calculations using data from a
secondary source such as design books and trade
journals containing tables, charts, diagrams or line
graphs

e you might use information collected first hand as the
basis of calculations (eg measuring, calculating the time
taken or the total cost of a project)

a. costs, sizes

b. calculations from scale drawing, proportion for mixing
products

C. range or average calculations of cost of paint or hourly
charge for different contractors

At Level 2:

e you must carry out calculations using data from a
secondary source such as text books and trade journals
containing charts or line graphs

¢ you might use information collected first hand as the
basis of calculations (eg amount clients are willing to
spend)

e your calculations will be more complex, perhaps
comparing two sets of data from different contractors
or the timesheets from experienced and inexperienced
painters

a. costs and amounts from area calculations
b. calculations for pie chart or mixing quantities

¢. comparison of average costs for different products/
suppliers

d. formula for areas or percentage discount/percentage
mark-up

e how well you carried out your calculations
(including your working)

e that you checked your methods
e that you spotted and corrected any errors
e that your results make sense

INTERPRETING RESULTS &

PRESENTING FINDINGS
Having collected, sorted, extracted data
and carried out calculations based on
them, you are now ready to interpret your
findings.

two different ways using charts or diagrams

e at Level 2 you need to present your findings
in two different ways using graphs, charts or
diagrams

e comment on your graph, chart or diagram

EXAMPLE OF A DRAFT PRESENTATION PLAN

ASSESSMENT Your tutor will assess your work as
follows:

e suitable choice of chart or diagram with
appropriate labels and correct use of units

e how you have explained what the chart or

Additionally at Level 2 you will be expected to:
e describe the methods you have used

e explain the results of calculations in terms of how
they meet the purpose of your chosen Activity
